The PNC, utilizing the NGOSS contract, then identifies the appropriate network 

resources, provisions the network resources to implement the contract and maintains them in 

real-time to ensure compliance with the SLA.  The multi-vendor Carrier Ethernet switch network 

is comprised of ANDA Networks, Cisco, Extreme Networks, Nortel, and Telco Systems. 

The Soapstone PNC framework is designed to provide quality and capacity management for 

transport resources.  The tight coupling of fulfillment and assurance results in a dynamic control 

plane that creates and maintains resources through active monitoring of network elements and 

provides uniform reporting of performance, utilization, faults, and resource inventory.  This 

information is shaped into a form that is meaningful northbound to the service layer. 
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“Carriers today have a number of business challenges to contend with including deploying a 

global Ethernet service where the time between service order and invoice can be measured in 

months, providing a positive customer Quality of Experience (QoE) for differentiation, and 

procuring quality resources from other providers required to construct a global service.  This 

requires automation, standardization, and intra- and inter-provider quality management.  The 

Soapstone transport abstraction software is designed to provide such a solution,” said Esmeralda
